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The reform of control and Supervisory activities, as well as work on the new Code of administrative offences of the Russian
Federation, increasingly raises questions from the scientific community and future law enforcement officers. In this regard, it is
very important to achievements in legal practice, yet existing Federal acts in the field of control and supervision and production
on Affairs about administrative offences were taken into account by the legislator, and the future enforcers of the new legislation.
The author of the present study highlighted two aspects of the presence of the legal entity status from local authorities, which
materially affect the exercise of control activities in respect of local governments and possibilities of their attraction to administrative
responsibility as a legal entity for committing an administrative offense.
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
