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In the Russian Federation, the «adjustment» of sectoral legislation aimed at implementing the «updated» provisions of the
Constitution of the Russian Federation in 2020 continues at a rapid pace. One of the constitutional novelties was the appearance
in the system of constitutional legislation of a normative mention and subsequent consolidation of the category — a unified system
of public power. The federal legislator, without postponing, immediately began to fill the specified legal category with appropriate
content at the federal and regional levels of government. Currently, the queue has reached the level of government closest to the
population — local self-government. On December 16, 2021, the draft Federal Law No. 40361-8 «On the general principles of the
organization of local Self-Government in the Unified system of public Authority» was submitted to the State Duma of the Russian
Federation. The text of this bill caused an extremely violent and largely negative reaction of the expert community unexpectedly
for the developers. The author of this study also adheres to a negative point of view on the text of the said bill and considers it
important to identify a number of problematic aspects of the provisions of the proposed bill, which obviously need to be understood
and worked out before the bill is discussed in the second reading in the State Duma of the Russian Federation, so that the negative
consequences of the current text do not become another obstacle to the functioning of local self-government, which has already
undergone the fourth legislative reform of its legal regulation over the past 30 years.
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
