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It is generally accepted that all around the world the main task of local authorities is to solve all kinds of local issues. At the same
time, a general public administration concept calls for the possibility of delegation of certain state powers to the local level.
For local government, such delegation causes extra financial and labour costs, as well as additional responsibilities. Therefore, the
balance of interests and the proportionality principle should be observed. This article focuses on issues arising from the delegation
of certain state powers to local authorities in Russia. The key point here seems to be an excessive volume of the delegated state
powers. The practices of such delegation contradict the constitutional nature of local government and should be revisited.
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
