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Municipalities are the level of governance closest to the public. When it comes to the tasks of local impor-
tance, the urgent everyday needs of individuals are discussed.

Government programs, in turn, are one of the most important and frequently used ways of financing spe-
cific tasks. Its implementation consists in the following — state sectoral governing bodies identify a specific
problem that is characteristic for the most constituent regions and develop a program-targeted project for its
solution. Regions and municipalities are entitled to participate in the implementation of these programs in
their “subordinate” territories in cases and on conditions determined by state bodies.

The purpose of this article is to analyze the current practice of implementing state programs at the federal
and regional levels on the territory of municipalities. The main reasons impeding the most effective use of this
mechanism in solving problems of local importance are identified. Research rationale of the topic caused by
the need to improve this mechanism for its most widespread use.
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
