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The article analyzes the competence of local self-government as an institution of public power, examines the
theoretical and practical aspects of the competence capabilities of local self-government. Both the state and its
own subjects of competence and powers established by the legislation do not always correspond to the nature and
capabilities of local self-government. Various structures for transferring state powers to local self-government bodies
(vesting, redistribution, incorporation, initiation) are sometimes created by the legislator without taking into account
possible negative factors that arise during their implementation, in which local self-government bodies are forced
to use their own material and financial resources to the detriment of solving local issues. As a result of the arbitrary
redistribution of the powers of local self-government bodies in favor of the state bodies of the subjects of the Russian
Federation and commercial structures, there is a loss of the authority and significance of local self-government.
The article proposes to strengthen the direction of legislative regulation related to the internal redistribution
of powers from local self-government bodies to the population, which corresponds to the essence of local self-
government itself.
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
