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The article considers the experience of using individual treatment programs for drug addicted prisoners and
using substitution therapy in some European countries. The author gives the positive assessment to the implemen-
tation of toxicological testing of convicts entering into correctional institutions in Baltic countries as well as to the use
of national register extracts and taking psychotropic substances. Particular problems of illicit drug trafficking and the
quality of medical care provided for drug addicted prisoners in penitentiary institutions of both Eastern and West-
em Europe are demonstrated. The data of the European Monitoring Center for Drugs and Drug Addiction on mor-
bidity of persons serving their sentences are presented. The conclusion about necessity of balanced assessment
of European practice of drug addicted prisoners treatment by national experts is formulated.
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
