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This article discusses the criminal law provisions providing for liability under the . 296-th article of the criminal code of the Republic of Kazakhstan "lllegal
treatment of narcotic drugs, psychotropic substances, their analogues, precursors without the purpose of sale” and art. 228 criminal code of the Russian
Federation "lllegal acquisition, storage, transportation, production, processing of drugs, psychotropic substances or their analogs, and also illegal
acquisition, storage, transportation of the plants containing drugs or psychotropic substances or their parts containing drugs or psychotropic substances".
Particular attention is paid to dispositions of the crimes under consideration, as well as to the note to these offences. On the basis of the analysis and
generalization of the features of these crimes, the authors present proposals for the improvement of criminal legislation.
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
