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The article is prepared in view of the 80th anniversary of famous scientist, Professor William Butler and is dedicated to his works on the drug
abuse issues. The article is briefly analyzing the main provisions of the study by W. Butler HIV/AIDS and Drug Misuse in Russia: Harm Reduction
Programs and the Russian Legal System. The author pays attention to differences between special terms in the Russian and English language sin-
gled out by W. Butler, which is important for those who use provisions of international anti-drug conventions and other international documents
in the sphere of control over drug trafficking; files prepared by the UN Office on Drugs and Crime and other international organizations; acts of
foreign laws and research published abroad. It is noted that W. Butler views in dynamics the issue of drug distribution and combating illicit drug traf-
ficking in the post-Soviet countries, makes a short retrospective journey into the history of the problem. The article gives the following division into
periods proposed by W. Butler for a systemic study of this negative social phenomenon: the pre-revolutionary period (till 1917); the early soviet pe-
riod (1917 to 1960); the late soviet period (1960 to 1991); the post-soviet period (from 1991), provides the W. Butler’s analysis of the modern Rus-
sian anti-drug laws including regulation of drug trafficking by the Administrative Offence Code of the Russian Federation and the Criminal Code of
the Russian Federation. It is noted that W. Butler pays attention in his work to the regulatory function of the administrative offence and criminal laws
viewing it in relation to the penal function. The author presents W. Butler’s views on the interrelation between illicit distribution (abuse) of drugs and
distribution of HIV/AIDS and the views on the harm reduction programs.
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
