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Purpose: study of the European Monitoring Centre for Drugs and Drug Addiction (hereinafter referred to as the “Centre”).
Official documents of the EU, member states, journal publications have become the main source of this article. Methodology:
chronological, historical situational, systemic and comparative law methods. Conclusions: first, the Centre is the source
of information about the existing drug issues for the European Union and the member states. The Centre has an extensive
database to combat drugs. Second, the role of the Centre as the key player in the elaboration of international drug monitoring
standards is increasing. Third, the Centre suggests the data required for the development of drug abuse laws and strategies.
Scientific and practical relevance: the Centre is currently developing the information system on drugs by interaction with
international organizations and third countries. The Centre is cooperating with the Russian Federation. In 2019, a delegation
of the Centre held a meeting with representatives of the Chief Drug Control Directorate of the Ministry of Internal Affairs
of Russia. Negotiations on the establishment of a national coordination center in Russia and connection of the Russian
Federation to the Reitox network are being held. Information about the best European practices and joint combating of drug
distribution raises the efficiency of the anti-drug policy of the Russian Federation.
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
