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Purpose: the purpose of the study was to study the role of the family in solving the issue of drug abuse prevention among minors.

Methodology: the methodological basis of the research is based on the scientific ideas of L. I. Bozhovich, L. S. Vygodsky, and
S. L. Rubinstein, which reveal the issues of mental development of a teenager, as well as the author’s personal experience in working
with juvenile offenders held in a pre-trial detention center in Moscow, who have experience in using narcotic drugs, and their parents. Re-
search methods included conversation, interview, observation, analysis of the products of juvenile delinquents, as well as theoretical ana-
lysis, generalization and interpretation of scientific data available in psychology, pedagogy and jurisprudence on the problem under study.

Conclusions: the main conclusions of the study was the ambiguity of family influence on drug prevention in the environment of mi-
nors that, on the one hand, expressed in the ability of families to provide successful socialization of the child in society, fencing and pro-
tecting it from the effects of negative socio-psychological factors, but, on the other hand, in desadaptive role, contributing to the forma-
tion of addictive (dependent) behavior. The study provides a classification of families by the degree of their participation in the protection
of minors from narcotic drugs, highlights the main types, principles, and directions of preventive work.

Scientific and practical significance: the scientific and practical significance of the research presented in the article is to expand
and specify the existing ideas about the role of the family in the prevention of drug abuse of minors, including the direct involvement of pa-
rents in solving this problem and working with them. The data obtained in the course of the study allow us to increase the effectiveness of
existing anti-drug programs not only within specialized institutions,but also at the stage of primary prevention with minors.
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
