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Purpose: based on the analysis of statistical data on registered drug-related crimes and information on the spread of the COVID-19
virus, to assess the state of drug-related crime in the Russian Federation during the pandemic caused by the spread of the COVID-19
virus.

Research method: studying statistical data on the state of crime in the Russian Federation in the first half of 2020 and comparing
them with data for similar periods of previous years, as well as with experts’ assessments regarding the development of crime during a
pandemic.

Conclusion: forecasts of criminological studies on the growth of crime and statistical data on its registration diverge, forming the so-
called “scissors”, when the number of crimes, according to some forecast estimates, is growing, and the number of detected crimes is
decreasing.

Scientific and practical significance: crime during a pandemic is an understudied phenomenon and the study of its development
trends in the context of the spread of COVID-19 is relevant for the practice and development of criminology.
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
