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Purpose of the work is the theoretical justification of the distinction between such attacks on public health as the illicit sale of drugs
and the creation of conditions for their implementation.

Task was to formulate a criminal law that would prohibit not only the illegal transfer of drugs to other people, but also other activities
that are not a stage of an unfinished concrete act of marketing, but which create the prerequisites for committing crimes of this type.

Methodological basis of the study was the normative approach; formal, legal and comparative methods were used.
The decisions of the Supreme Court of the Russian Federation and the Constitutional Court of the Russian Federation were investigated.

Conclusion of the article is based on the distinction between preparation and attempt to commit a specific crime as its stages, from
activities that create organizational and other prerequisites for committing attacks in the future, when time, place, victims and other
circumstances have not yet been determined. It is proposed in Art. 228! of the Criminal Code of the Russian Federation to establish
responsibility not only for illegal sale, production, as well as the transfer of narcotic drugs, but also for other conditions for their sale.

Scientific significance of the study is to explain the difference between an unfinished crime and activities aimed at creating the
conditions for the commission of crimes of a certain type in the future. Practical significance of the article is attached to proposals for
improving the criminal legal means of combating drug trafficking.
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
