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Purpose: to improve the practice of applying the norm on theft of narcotic drugs or psychotropic substances (Art. 229 of the Criminal
Code of the Russian Federation).

Research methods: comparative legal and logical-legal methods were used to solve this goal. Investigated the decisions of the
Supreme Courts of the USSR, RSFSR, Russian Federation, court decisions in criminal cases.

Conclusions: the moment of the end of the theft of narcotic drugs or psychotropic substances should be considered the moment
of their withdrawal from someone else’s possession and when the perpetrator has the opportunity to dispose of them. This is due to the
fact that it is at this very moment that a threat to the health of the population from non-medical drug use is being created. Therefore, the
theft of narcotic drugs or psychotropic substances should be qualified as a completed crime in the case when the perpetrator had the
opportunity to dispose of the stolen narcotic drugs. If the culprit does not have such an opportunity, his actions form an unfinished theft.

Practical significance: the proposed approach to determining the moment when the theft of narcotic drugs ends will make it possible
to carry out a differentiated criminal-legal assessment of drugs that are different in terms of objective signs.
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
