Demographic analysis of the drug
user population before, during, and after the substitution therapy program.

Conclusions: the use of substitution drugs by drug addicts did not affect their social status and overall social adaptation.
The prerequisites for stopping drug use are formed outside the framework of substitution therapy programs.
