Medical and Social Rehabilitation of Drug Addicted Convicts under Article 72.1
of the Criminal Code of the Russian Federation

The article is devoted to the problems of exercising control over convicts who are assigned the obligation to undergo drug addiction
treatment, medical and (or) social rehabilitation, in accordance with Article 72.1 of the Criminal Code of the Russian Federation. The sub-
ject of the article was domestic legislation, scientific literature on the topic under study, as well as the results of the study.

Purpose: to analyze the experience of exercising control over the passage of medical and social rehabilitation by convicts after the
end of the course of treatment for drug addiction.

Research methods: The methodological basis of the study was a combination of general scientific, sociological and special
legal methods. In the course of the work, the analytical method, synthesis, induction, system-structural, formal-logical, technical-legal
methods were used.

Conclusions: as a result of the work carried out to study the criminogenic composition of convicts, to whom Article 72.1 of the Crimi-
nal Code of the Russian Federation applies, the experience of monitoring their medical and social rehabilitation was analyzed, proposals
were formulated to improve the application of the rule of law under consideration.

Scientific and practical relevance: the results of the study can be used to improve the practice of medical and social rehabilitation
of drug addicts convicted under Art. 72.1 of the Criminal Code of the Russian Federation, and their legislative regulation.
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
