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Purpose: a comprehensive assessment of the use of the death penalty as a measure to combat drug crime in the Republic of India.

Research methods: comparative legal approach, normative, formal legal, research of decisions of courts of the states of India.

Conclusions: as a result of the conducted research, it was concluded that the use of the death penalty is not an effective and
proportionate measure to combat drug crimes in the Republic of India and does not affect the reduction of crime rates.

Scientific relevance: for the first time in the doctrine of Russian criminal law, an analysis of the comparability of the use of the death
penalty for crimes related to drug trafficking was carried out, taking into account Indian and foreign experience.

Practical relevance of the study is to highlight for the legal community, employees of competent law enforcement agencies and
legislators the feasibility of using the death penalty in the fight against drug crime.
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
