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Purpose: currently, in order to improve the efficiency of work on preparing convicts for release from places of serving criminal
sentences in the form of imprisonment, creating conditions for their successful reintegration into society, reducing the recidivism of
crimes, the Plan for the Prevention of Repeated Crimes among convicts released from prison for 2020-2022 years is being implemented.
In this regard, it becomes necessary to study the causes of repeated crime. Since in parallel in the Russian Federation a large-scale
task is being carried out to protect the life and health of the younger generation, shape the personality, ensure the rights and legitimate
interests of juveniles, the question of the place of drug and alcohol addiction in the criminal behavior of juveniles also arises. Methods:
the methodological basis of the study was made up of positivism, reductionism, and critical rationalism. The theoretical methods are
analysis, synthesis, induction, and mental modeling. We also used such empirical research methods as the verbal-communicative
method of questioning, measurement and comparison. Conclusions: in the course of a study of repeated crime among persons who had
previously served a sentence of imprisonment as a juvenile, it was revealed that one of the main causes of most offenses committed both
for the first time and repeatedly is alcohol or drug intoxication. Scientific and practical significance of the study: the article discusses
the causes and circumstances of the commission of crimes at a minor age, as well as repeated crimes by the same persons, either already
adults or still minors. The problem of recidivism is discussed.
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
