Inheritance law has always been a logical conclusion
of material legal regulation; thus, its provisions are
expectedly and consistently protecting the existing
property relationships. At the same time, the author
of the article proves that given the social essence
of the Russian state (Article 7 of the Constitution of
the Russian Federation), inheritance law provisions
are designed to facilitate and solve social tasks of
the society, in particular, consolidate the bases
of family relationships, help socially unprotected
categories of citizens and facilitate fulfillment of
charity projects. Such specification of social aims
of civil law regulation is very important as it allows
underlining that the modern stage of development
of our country is the stage of creation of conditions
for consolidation of the feeling of certainty of
Russian citizens in their future and the future of their
children. The carried-out analysis of inheritance law
novelties dedicated to inheritance agreements, joint
wills of spouses and inheritance funds has shown
that they do not pursue any obvious socially useful
objectives or objectives aimed at strengthening of
family values. Considering the singled out task of
the social trend of civil law regulation, the author
gives reasons for the need for introduction of a
system of new inheritance instruction models in the
inheritance law provisions referring to the texts of
wills made by outstanding persons of different times
and peoples as evidence of the importance of their
“social content”.
