The mechanism for the collection of certain debts
provided for by the current legislation in a simplified
manner, using instead of a judicial process a more
abbreviated procedure — the procedure for making
an executive notary inscription, is gaining deserved
popularity among participants in civil turnover,
in particular among qualified participants in the
financial sector — credit organizations, banks.
