The formation of a single economic space on the
territory of the EAEU also means the need to create
common rules for performing notarial actions.
To date, the legislation of the EAEU member states
contains different lists of notarial actions. The bulk
of the provisions are the same in all regulations, but
there are national differences. The broadest list of
notarial actions is contained in the Fundamentals of
the Legislation on Notaries of the Russian Federation,
which have recently been seriously amended. One of
the actively developing areas of activity of notaries is
working with electronic documents. Russian legislation
in this area serves as a role model for all other members
of the EAEU.
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
