Currently, contract law is undergoing huge changes and
faces new challenges associated with the implementation
of electronic technologies in the legal system. This
article is devoted to the possible participation of a notary
in the conclusion of smart contracts. There are two
options for the participation of a notary: as a person who
verifies the legality of the transaction, and as a person
who registers the fact of the transaction. In the first case,
the smart contract will be duplicated on paper. In the
second case, the notary must create a special register of
contracts, which will include basic information about the
transaction. In both cases, the transaction will receive
additional protection. At this stage of development,
it is more rational to see the formal participation of a
notary, which involves only entering a smart contract
into a special register, which will allow the parties to
avoid the process of proving the fact of concluding a
smart contract in the case of a dispute.
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
