The article deals with the issues of making notarial
transactions in electronic form. After the adoption
of Federal Law No. 480-FZ of December 27, 2019
“On Amendments to the Fundamentals of the Legislation
of the Russian Federation on Notaries and Certain
Legislative Acts of the Russian Federation”, some
notary services were legalized in digital form, which
simplified the procedure for citizens to apply to notaries.
The study concluded that, despite the convenience,
efficiency, and timeliness of the digitalization of the
notary, there are some problematic issues that need
to be addressed, such as the risks of destruction or
distortion of electronic documents, issues of biometric
identification, and “digital inequality”, which does not
allow citizens to have equal rights to access notary
services in a remote format.
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
