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The article examines the prerequisites and reasons for
the transition from a state to an extra-budgetary notary
inthe 1990s in connection with changes in the domestic
political and economic situation in the country and its
regions. The stages of the revival and development
of the non-state notary in a difficult period for the
country are traced. On the example of the Republic of
Mordovia, the process of its organizational and legal
registration is presented. It is noted that the transition
to an extra-budgetary notary was a natural step in the
new socio-economic and legal realities associated with
the development of private property, entrepreneurship,
free trade and competition. Attention is drawn to the
fact that when developing the organizational and legal
foundations of the modern notary’s activity, both the
positive experience of pre-revolutionary Russia, such
as notary liability insurance, and the negative one —
the absence of corporate principles in the organization
of the notary in the second half of the XIX century were
taken into account.
