Abstract. The COVID-19 pandemic has affected all countries (including Russia) and all spheres of social
and economic life of their peoples. It has also raised new challenges for national and international legal systems,
including intellectual property law. One of the influential scientific organizations whose activities are aimed at
solving these problems is the International Association for the Promotion of Education and Research in the Field
of Intellectual Property (ATRIP). The purpose of the article is a brief overview of the state of Russian intellectual
property law in the context of the COVID-19 pandemic through the prism of the issues of the upcoming 40th ATRIP
International Congress in Copenhagen (Denmark) in the period from June 22 to 24, 2022, dedicated to the lessons
learned by intellectual property law from the COVID-19 pandemic crisis. The methodology includes methods of
factual review of the achievements of domestic pharmacology, evaluation of patenting of diagnostic and treatment
tools for the COVID-19 virus, as well as methods of possible adaptation of legislation to the conditions of combating
the COVID-19 pandemic. Results. The achievements of law enforcement in the field of intellectual property are
reflected (patenting of the SPUTNIK V vaccine, other drugs, the successful use of ZOOM and MOODLE platforms in
teaching intellectual property law) and some assumptions are made on the development of intellectual property law
aimed at neutralizing and minimizing the negative consequences of the COVID-19 pandemic.***
