Abstract. In the publication prepared on the basis of the author’s speech at the opening of the Xlll International
Forum “Innovative Development through the Intellectual Property Market” (April 22, 2022 on the basis of the Kuta-
fin Moscow State Law University), from the standpoint of historical and comparative legal analysis, the principal fea-
tures and differences of this forum from previous meetings are highlighted. The situation when, at the national State
and international levels, the previously seemingly unshakable, age-old legal doctrines on property rights and human
rights, humanitarian law and legal responsibility for crimes are openly ignored today, testifies to the crisis of interna-
tional law and the institutions of its enforcement. Measures to ensure security and sovereignty with “self-reliance”
and the potential of Eurasian cooperation and regional integration came out in the first place.**
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
