Abstract. Purpose. In the article, based on the presentation of the annual analytical report of the RNIIIS “On the
state of legal protection, use and protection of intellectual property in the Russian Federation, the EAEU and the CIS”,
presented by the author in the plenary report and the final document — recommendations at the XllII International
Forum “Innovative Development through the Intellectual Property Market”, held on April 22, 2022 (Moscow, MGYUA
named after O.E. Kutafina), analyzes the state, main problems and priorities of state regulation of the development
of the Eurasian intellectual property market in Russia and other EAEU and CIS countries during the transition to
the digital economy in the context of the crisis of international law and its enforcement institutions. Methodology.
On the basis of comparative, historical and economic-legal analysis, ratings and performance indicators of
research and development, new risks and challenges of intellectual property related to sanctions and counter-
sanctions are studied in detail, approaches and practical solutions are proposed from the standpoint of ensuring the
competitiveness of national economies of both the EAEU and CIS countries, and the EAEU as a whole, taking into
account experience China. Discussion. The author proposes to change the order of formation of the UN governing
bodies and decision-making in a multipolar world, taking into account the population and economic potential of the
countries that are members of the integration interstate associations of the EAEU, CIS, SCO and BRICS. China’s
practice of using borrowed foreign technologies for the production of products in the interests of its domestic market
with internal patenting (until the termination of foreign patents of former copyright holders), followed by patenting
of modified technologies in countries of a potential legal market for its products, may be in demand when choosing
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counter-sanctions in modern conditions, as successful and confirmed in courts, including in The United States on
the claims of the PRC (for example, China against Apple).

Results. The author identified the main challenges and interdependencies of the 21st century, which in the
extreme phase of aggravation due to the “paralysis” of international law, primarily due to direct dependence on
the “law of force” of individual countries, and not the “force of law”, necessitate the strengthening of Eurasian
integration and the creation of its own, independent regional legal and economic systems in the interests of national
and Eurasian competitiveness and the new world order. Recommendations on solving the problems of Eurasian
integration through the intellectual property market, including issues of digitalization, harmonization of legislation
and standardization in the EAEU and the CIS, are reflected in detail in the Final Document of the XlII International Fo-
rum “Innovative Development through the Intellectual Property Market”, developed with the direct participation of
the author.**
