Abstract. April 22, 2022 in Moscow (on the basis of the Moscow State University named after O.E. Kutafin)
the XIlll International Forum “Innovative Development through the Intellectual Property Market” was held, where
over 320 participants (including 8 academicians, 32 doctors and 45 candidates of sciences in various fields of
scientific knowledge) from 12 countries were registered at four regional venues (Yekaterinburg, Kazan, Rostov-on-
Don and Moscow) (including all the EAEU and CIS countries), representing 8 international and interstate bodies
and organizations, 6 state academies of sciences, 30 academic institutes and leading universities, 12 ministries
and departments, the Central Bank, the Accounts Chamber of the Russian Federation and regional control
and accounting bodies, the Prosecutor General’s Office and the Investigative Committee of Russia, more than
80 enterprises and organizations from the main integrated structures, including the state corporations Gazprom,
Rostec and Roscosmos from 35 regions of Russia.

In the main plenary report “Digitalization, standardization and the intellectual Property market as priorities of
Eurasian integration in a multipolar world” and the draft final document of the Forum, the presentation of the annual
analytical report of the RNIIIS “On the state of legal protection, use and protection of intellectual property in the EAEU
and CIS countries in 2020-2021 and the prospects of the Eurasian intellectual property market for the period until
2030”, which the RNIIIS has been preparing since 2008.

During the discussion of the report, more than 70 reports and speeches were presented at two plenary and
five breakout sessions. The results and recommendations of the Forum participants were sent to the heads of the
highest authorities and academies of sciences of the CIS and EAEU countries, as well as to the heads of international
organizations (WIPO, UNESCO, WTO) and interstate associations (CIS, EAEU, SCO, BRICS). A detailed report on the
results of the Forum is posted on the website of the Forum Directorate, is presented in the journals of the Forum’s
information partners and in the collection of Forum documents in printed and electronic form. The article briefly
highlights its results.**
