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The article is dedicated to issues of criminal liability of legal entities in the Kingdom of Spain. It is noted that criminal liability of legal entities is
established and regulated by the Criminal Code as well as by special criminal laws. Herewith, legal entities may be brought to liability not for any
crimes stipulated by the national laws, rather just for some of them, specifically described in the criminal laws. Thus, in Spain the so-called “se-
condary” criminalization exists, when the legislator initially defines the actions considered to be crimes, for which the criminal liability of natural per-
sons exists, and then specifies, for which of them the criminal liability of legal entities is also possible, in the national laws. Herewith, the establish-
ment of criminal liability is related with observation of provisions of international treaties and acts of the European Union providing for criminal lia-
bility of legal entities for specific crimes and is limited by respective obligations of Spain related only to some types of crimes. It is stated that the
main punishment for legal entities is a penalty and it is described in brief. Other punishments for legal entities are specified: liquidation (termina-
tion of activity) of the legal entity; suspension of activity of the legal entity for a specified period; closure of branches and offices of the legal entity
for a specified period; prohibition of activity; deprivation of the right for subsidies and assistance from the state; court control of the legal entity. At-
tention is paid to the specific features of proceedings on cases on prosecution of legal entities.
