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The article is dedicated to an analysis of attributes of constituent elements of a crime stipulated by Part 2 Article 141 of the Criminal Code of the
Russian Federation, which is open to discussion. The specified crime accounts for more than 50% in the common structure of crimes against the
voting right. This circumstance, according to the author, shows the social dependence of the penal prohibition, social danger of the action, which
materially violates the legitimacy conditions of the state authority. In the law enforcement practice, criminal cases are hardly ever initiated, which is
explained by a number of circumstances including legal indefiniteness of a number of attributes of constituent elements of a crime. The article con-
siders the essence of illegal issue and receipt of a ballot, ballot for voting at a referendum. The article analyzes challenging issues of the content
of constituent elements of a crime, provides the author’s opinion on the false interpretation of the article etc. The author makes conclusions spec-
ifying that Part 1 and Part 2 of Article 1422 of the Criminal Code of the Russian Federation contain independent constituent elements of a crime.
The qualifying attribute of both constituent elements of crimes is represented by the circumstances specified in Part 3 of the mentioned article.
The article describes attributes of both constituent elements of a crime stipulated in Article 1422 of the Criminal Code of the Russian Federation
and provides comparison with other opinions of Russian scientists. The article examines in details the gaps in the elective laws as to the illegal is-
sue and receipt of a ballot, ballot for voting at a referendum. It describes in detail the doctrinal problems and legislative omissions in Article 1422 of
the Criminal Code of the Russian Federation and possible ways to eliminate them. The author proposes a new interpretation of qualifying attributes
of the analyzed constituent element. As a result of the study, the author concludes that the current Article 1422 of the Criminal Code of the Russian
Federation, illegal issue and receipt of a ballot, ballot for voting at a referendum, needs significant amendments and supplements.
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
