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The article discusses approaches to the content of the subjective side of quasi-participation in bringing to suicide or attempted assassination,
inclination to suicide, facilitating suicide. The author analyzed the doctrinal approaches that existed until 2017 to the content of possible forms and
types of guilt, characteristic of bringing to suicide, classified within the seven main groups. The concepts of the terms “behavior”, “declination” and
“assistance” are considered from the standpoint of their etymological meaning, which predetermines the content of the subjective side of the re-
spective acts.
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
