A COMPARATIVE LEGAL ANALYSIS OF CRIMINAL PROCEDURE LAWS OF RUSSIA
AND THE REPUBLIC OF KAZAKHSTAN AIMED AT THE SEARCH FOR A WAY
TO IMPROVE THE INSTITUTION OF SUSPICION

The relevance of the article is due to the imperfection of the criminal procedure law of the Russian Federation in terms of the institution of suspi-
cion. The author examines the distinctive features of the provisions of Russian law and the criminal procedure law of the Republic of Kazakhstan re-
lating directly to the institution of suspicion and, in order to minimize permissible for criminal proceedings under Russian law, procedural violations,
attention is drawn to the possibility of improving the reporting Institute by reforming criminal procedure law of the Russian Federation as a whole with
a focus on the introduced in the criminal procedural legislation of the Republic of Kazakhstan the criminal procedural model.
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
