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The article is dedicated to issues of introduction of criminal liability of associations (societies) in Austria. The author pays attention to the fact
that associations (societies) are criminal liability subjects in Austria irrespective of whether they are acknowledged legal entities pursuant to the na-
tional laws. According to the developed tradition, the general term ‘legal entities’ is used in the article to name associations (societies) as criminal
liability subjects. Itis noted that criminal liability of legal entities in its broad sense was established in Austria in 1996 by introduction of amendments
to the criminal code stipulating that if a legal entity gets enriched due to a criminal act committed by an individual, such a legal entity is sentenced
to payment of the amount of money equal to the unjustified enrichment volume. The institution of criminal liability of legal entities was further deve-
loped by adoption of the special Federal Law On Liability of Associations (Societies) in 2005. It is noted that due to some exceptions stipulated by
the Austrian laws, not all legal entities may be brought to criminal liability. Criminal liability of a legal entity is in place if an individual commits any
crime (criminal act) upon such legally stipulated circumstances as performance by an individual of an act in favor of a legal entity or violation by the
performed act of an obligation borne by a legal entity. It is pointed out that a money penalty is the only legally stipulated criminal liability measure
applied to legal entities. The author reviews issues concerning determination of the money penalty amount imposed on legal entities for committed
criminal acts. The article notes the possibility of succession of criminal liability of a legal entity.
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
