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The problem of assessing an expert’s opinion in various forms of legal proceedings is multidimensional and makes it necessary to take into
account all the features of this process, which has both an external form and an internal content. The difficulty lies in the diagnosis of the latter.
And if a court verdict, decided in a general manner, makes it possible to trace the logic that guided the subject of the assessment — a professional
judge, then it is difficult to understand it in jury trials, because the jury is not entitled to the obligation to motivate its verdict.
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
