CRIMINAL LIABILITY FOR ILLEGAL RETAIL OF ALCOHOL AND ALCOHOL-CONTAINING
FOOD PRODUCTS

In July 2017, the Criminal Code of Russia was supplemented with a number of norms aimed at increasing responsibility for the illegal circulation
of ethyl alcohol, alcohol and alcohol-containing products. The result of the reform was the emergence of Art. 171.4 of the Criminal Code of the Rus-
sian Federation, which prohibits repeated retail sale of alcohol and alcohol-containing food products in violation of the requirements of the law, with
the exception of the cases provided for in Art. 151.1 of the Criminal Code. The adoption of amendments to the criminal law was an adequate reac-
tion of the legislator to the spontaneous distribution of surrogate products and the actual solution of this social problem. In this article, based on an
analysis of the provisions of the regulatory legislation, an attempt is made to consider the objective and subjective signs of the illegal retail sale of
alcoholic and alcohol-containing food products.
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
