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The article is dedicated to the study of the criminal laws of Liechtenstein on the liability of legal entities. The author pays attention to the fact that
the national criminal laws of Liechtenstein are to a great extent based on the Austrian laws due to the peculiarities of the geographical location and
the history of the state. It is noted that the criminal liability of legal entities in its broad sense (as payment of money in the amount of unjustified en-
richment obtained as a result of a criminal act, which may be either a crime or an offense) was first introduced in Liechtenstein in 2005 by amend-
ment of the Criminal Code (the CC). The law stipulated the legal succession of such liability in the event that an illegally enriched legal entity ceas-
es to exist. In 2010, the CC of Liechtenstein was supplemented with a special chapter The Liability of Legal Entities, while Austria had earlier ad-
opted a separate criminal law on the liability of legal entities. At the same time, Liechtenstein is using approaches to the statutory regulation of the
criminal liability of legal entities, which are similar to the Austrian laws. The author describes the main provisions of the laws of Liechtenstein on the
criminal liability of legal entities. It is pointed out that a fine is the only criminal liability measure applied to legal entities stipulated by the CC of Aus-
tria. The article reviews the issues concerning determination of the fine amount imposed on legal entities for committed criminal acts. The possibil-
ity of probation of legal entities and the legal succession of the criminal liability of a legal entity are noted. The author dwells upon criminal proce-
dure peculiarities of bringing legal entities to criminal liability and assesses the prospects of the development of criminal laws of Liechtenstein on
the criminal liability of legal entities.
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
