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In this article, the author considers the realization of the right of citizens to a favourable environment through the lens of improving the forensic
methodology for the investigation of crimes. One of the most important reserves for optimizing the investigation of crimes in this category is the fo-
rensic rethinking of the concept of “environmental crimes”, taking into account: That it is recommended to include not only those included in chap-
ter 26 of the CC RF, But also other offences related to violations of laws on the protection of nature and the environment, located in other chap-
ters of the CC RF. The author points to the prospect of developing the current trend of developing comprehensive investigation techniques that in-
tegrate not separate types of crimes, but their interrelated groups, as such techniques cover the set of crimes committed, based on the mechanism
of criminal activity, which is broader and allows to see the full and scale of criminalization of the industry. In addition, the author points to the need
for more thorough and highly specialized training and retraining of specialists involved in the investigation of environmental crimes as a reserve for
optimizing the quality of detection, disclosure and investigation of crimes in the category under consideration.
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
