THE FEAT OF INVESTIGATORS IN THE YEARS OF THE GREAT PATRIOTIC WAR

The article is devoted to issues of carrying out pre-trial investigation in the years of the Great Patriotic War. It is defined as a special, investi-
gative area of state activities. It is noted that the history of pre-trial investigation has for a long time fallen out of the fundamental research sphere
and has just recently attracted scientists” attention. This concerns the period of the Great Patriotic War as well. The author points at a logical para-
dox consisting in the fact that there are a lot of publications about covert (secret) criminal intelligence, surveillance and counterintelligence oper-
ations during the war period, while there is no generally available in-depth research about investigative activities in the years of the Great Patriotic
War which is public by its content. Attention is drawn to the fact that the history of investigation may be studied not only from the standpoint of the
review of issues of the establishment and functioning of investigative authorities, their procedural powers and statutory regulation of their activities,
the investigative activity itself, but also through the study of specific criminal cases and fates of investigators. Research of cases and fates of inves-
tigators in relation to the events occurring in the country allows a substantial enhancement of the study of the history of investigation. It is noted that
rebuilding of the state structure during the war period to meet the military needs did not cover investigative authorities or the procedural status of an
investigator. Investigative authorities kept functioning in prosecution authorities including in military prosecution, internal affairs agencies and state
security agencies. The author gives examples of the heroic work of investigators during the military years and generalized data about the investiga-
tive activity results. The role of the investigation in ensuring the protection of the state, society and individual from criminal encroachments is noted.
