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The article analyzes existing scientific opinions in forensics on the periodization of the preliminary investigation. The author substantiates the po-
sition that it is necessary to identify four stages in the investigation process, which cover the entire process of collecting evidence and assessing it.
Each of the identified stages has its own specificity, which naturally follows from the results of the work of the investigator (interrogator) at the previ-
ous stage. According to the author, each stage of the investigation has its own investigative situations, which determine the program of actions of the
investigator (interrogator). The identification of the interconnected stages of the investigation allows the development of methodological recommen-
dations necessary for practitioners to investigate certain types of crimes and systematizes scientific developments in the field of forensic techniques.
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
