The article reviews the issues of ensuring high quality of commission forensic examinations performed in cases on undue medical treatment.
The authors discuss the expediency and legality of referring licensing to the criteria for the admissibility of an expert’s report as evidence in judicial
proceedings. Some peculiarities of conducting a forensic examination based on criminal and civil case files are shown. The paper outlines tenden-
cies of the judicial practice in the evaluation of reports made following a forensic examination taking into account the presence (absence) of the
medical license of a forensic institution. The authors highlight the following major issue of the expert practice in the sphere of undue medical treat-
ment: lack of training of experts in medical law issues, insufficient skills concerning the selection and application of statutory acts in carrying out an
expert examination. Possible measures of raising the quality of experts’ work in this case category are described.
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
