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The article is devoted to the issues of the criminal liability of legal entities in some civil law countries (of the Romano-Germanic family of legal
systems) of Western Europe: Austria, Belgium, Spain, Liechtenstein, Luxembourg, the Netherlands, France and Switzerland. It is noted that the crim-
inal liability of legal entities in each of the mentioned states has its peculiar features and is interpreted differently in the national criminal law doc-
trines. One aspect is common: Judicial application of sanctions stipulated by the criminal law in respect of legal entities in the event that individu-
als perform criminally punishable acts in the interests of the corresponding legal entities (on their behalf, at their expense, to their benefit, as a re-
sult of the absence of due control from the legal entity). The author reviews the established criminal sanctions for legal entities in these countries,
which include sanctions being punishments and sanctions being other criminal law measures. The paper studies sanctions being punishments ap-
plied to legal entities, which comprise liquidation of a legal entity, fine, sanction being acknowledgment of guilt and forfeiture of property, gives brief
characteristics of these types of sanctions being punishments.
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
