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The article is dedicated to a review of criminal sanctions applied to legal entities in some civil law countries (of the Romano-Germanic legal
system) of Western Europe: Austria, Belgium, Spain, Liechtenstein, Luxembourg, the Netherlands, France and Switzerland. The author notes the
existing approaches to the doctrinal systematization of such sanctions and reviews them based on the division into two types: sanctions-punishments
and sanctions related to other criminal law measures. The paper analyzes criminal sanctions for legal entities in Western European countries —
other criminal law measures that include sanctions stipulating the termination, prohibition or restriction of activity types of a legal entity (suspension
of operations of a legal entity; prohibition against carrying out one or several activity types; closing and termination of operations of subdivisions
(enterprises) of a legal entity; revocation of privileges and rights including exclusion from participation in agreements, prohibition against the
receipt of assistance from the state, prohibition against calls for the placement of deposits or securities, prohibition against the issue of cheques,
prohibition of ownership; placement under judicial supervision); restorative and reputation sanctions. The article reviews circumstances aggravating
and mitigating the liability of a legal entity and criminal sanctions in case of a repeated offense, issues of the suspension of sentence enforcement
and the probation of a legal entity, legal succession of criminal liability.
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
