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The article analyzes the criminal legislation, introduced by Federal law dated April 1, 2020 No. 100-FZ “On amendments to the Criminal Code of
the Russian Federation and article 31 and 151 of the Criminal Procedure Code of the Russian Federation”, supplementing the Criminal Code article
207.1 “Public dissemination of false information about circumstances that threaten the life and safety of citizens” and article 207.2 “Public dissemi-
nation of false public interest information, entailed heavy consequences”. Based on the study, the authors presume a significant number of difficul-
ties that may be encountered by investigative agencies.
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
