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The article is devoted to the criminal procedural issues of bringing legal entities to justice in the Republic of Lithuania for criminal acts (criminal
offenses) — crimes and criminal offenses. The article considers the formation of the Lithuanian criminal procedure legislation regulating the issues
of bringing legal entities to criminal responsibility. Attention is drawn to the fact that in the EU countries there are two options for the legislative con-
solidation of the criminal liability of legal entities: in some countries, special criminal laws have been adopted on the liability of legal entities, which
are of a complex nature, since they contain the norms of criminal and criminal procedural legislation; in others, the relevant provisions are includ-
ed in separate national criminal and criminal procedure laws. Lithuania has chosen the second option of legislative consolidation of the criminal li-
ability of legal entities. Investigation and judicial examination of criminal cases in relation to criminal offenses of legal entities are carried out in ac-
cordance with the general procedure established by the Code of Criminal Procedure of the Republic of Lithuania (CPC of Lithuania), with the ex-
ceptions provided for by this code. On behalf of the legal entity, its representative participates in the criminal proceedings. The features of initiation,
investigation and consideration of criminal cases on violations of legal entities, procedural measures of coercion applied to legal entities and tem-
porary limitation of the ownership of a legal entity are considered.
