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The article considers a criminal case as a specific text that requires research by all participants in the criminal process. When studying the text
of a criminal case, forensic categories are used, such as forensic characteristics of the crime, investigative situations, versions, and investigation
planning. It is concluded that a broad interpretation of the text of the criminal case leads to doubt of the results of its investigation, and therefore
to doubt the guilt of the accused. As a result, the proof of guilt of the offender should exclude a wide field for interpretation of the results of the in-
vestigation of the crime.
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
