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The article is devoted to the criminal liability of legal entities in the Republic of Moldova. The issues of the development of criminal legislation
on liability of legal entities are considered. The concept of criminal liability and the conditions under which it is possible to bring legal entities to
criminal liability are revealed. It is noted that in the Republic of Moldova a legal entity is recognized as the subject of a crime, and there is also a
“secondary” criminalization, when the legislator initially defines in the national criminal law acts recognized as criminal offenses for individuals, and
then establishes which of these offenses is also possible criminal liability of legal entities. Itis pointed out that there is a tendency towards an increase
in the number of crimes for the commission of which such responsibility is possible. Attention is drawn to the fact that the Republic of Moldova is
one of the countries in which, along with the criminal one, there is also administrative responsibility of legal entities.
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
