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In the framework of this article, the author, based on his dissertation research, brings to the public discussion a number of issues that, from his
point of view, are quite important and relevant aspects related to crimes that obstruct the administration of justice. It is noted that with the develop-
ment of forensic science in General, the improvement of crime, the mechanism of the crime itself, at the moment, investigative and judicial author-
ities have an objective need for methodological materials, scientific and tactical-forensic recommendations for effective and rapid investigation of
this category of criminal acts. Along with the above, the author touches on the nuances associated, first of all, with the peculiarities of interaction be-
tween the investigator and employees engaged in operational search activities for the group of crimes under consideration, namely, he talks about
the role, place, methods, methods, possible and frequently used operational search activities, etc. After analyzing a number of aspects, as well as
studying the special and scientific literature, the author presents his arguments and results in this article. In addition, as a result of the analysis of
materials of criminal cases on this category of crimes and a survey of law enforcement officers and the court, the author of this article has identified
groups of typical organizational forms of using this interaction, which are described in this work.
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
