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According to part 1 of article 12 of the Criminal Procedure Code of the Russian Federation inspection of the dwelling is made only with the con-
sent of the persons living in it or on the basis of the judgment, except for the cases provided by part five of article 165 of this Code. The Supreme
Court of the Russian Federation, explaining this provision, pointed out that if at least one of residing in the home of persons objected to inspection
of the home, its production requires the court's permission (paragraph 8 of the Resolution of Plenum of the Supreme Court of the Russian Feder-
ation from June 1, 2017. No. 19 “About practice of consideration by courts of petitions for production of the investigative actions connected with re-
striction of the constitutional rights of citizens (article 165 of the Code of Criminal Procedure of the Russian Federation)”).

When implementing this guarantee of inviolability of the home in law enforcement practice, there are difficulties associated with the definition of
the category of persons entitled to give appropriate consent, the legal status of the person living in the home, the procedure for obtaining his con-
sent to the investigation, the legal consequences of revoking the consent of the person to inspect the scene of the incident in the home.

The authors on the basis of the analysis of law enforcement practice answer the most pressing questions arising when obtaining the consent of
residents to inspect the home as a scene.
