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In the presented article, the author reviews constituent elements of crimes stipulated by Article 220 lllegal Handling of Nuclear Materials or
Radioactive Substances and Article 221 Embezzlement or Extortion of Nuclear Materials or Radioactive Substances. These constituent elements
are especially relevant as the whole world including the Russian Federation pays great attention to environmental security. Since the mechanism of
application of criminal law provisions in the assurance of environmental security is imperfect, the author analyzes environmental security in this sphere.
An analysis of statutory acts has shown that the reviewed constituent elements of crimes are especially dangerous. Based on the above, the author
considers it necessary to foresee a special provision of release from criminal liability that will enable the state to avoid negative consequences of the
reviewed crimes and the persons committing a socially dangerous act not to be brought to criminal liability. The author refers to the comment to Artic-
les 222-223.1 of the Criminal Code of the Russian Federation as an example to justify his position, because these constituent elements of crimes have
a similar degree of public danger and at the same time have a special provision of release from criminal liability. To conclude, the author backs up his
conclusions with scientifically justified arguments and makes specific proposals for the improvement of criminal laws in the reviewed sphere.
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
