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The article is devoted to issues of criminal responsibility for illegal hunting in case of large-scale damage. Earlier amount of such damage was
in ar. 258 Criminal Code of the Russian Federation valuation decision crime. Now the legislator and the Government of the Russian Federation
established formal legal criteria for determining damage from illegal hunting as a large-scale. The author emphasizes that, law enforcement practice
when calculating large-scale damage from illegal hunting can no longer be based on previous rules, including clarifications of the Plenum of the
highest court, but should be guided by the current regulation, and calculate damage only from the type and amount of hunting resources extracted,
determining the total damage in aggregate. It is concluded that, environmental damage caused to the animal world (hunting resources) can be
recovered from the perpetrator in civil law. The need for changes and additions is indicated to the decision of the Plenum of the Supreme Court of
the Russian Federation on liability for environmental offenses.
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
