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The article is devoted to the development of Ukrainian legislation on criminal liability of legal entities by amending the Criminal Code of Ukraine
after an unsuccessful attempt to establish such liability in 2009 by a special complex criminal law containing criminal and criminal procedural
norms. Attention is drawn to the fact that as a result of the amendments to the Criminal Code of Ukraine in 2013, legal entities are recognized not
as subjects of criminal offenses, but as subjects of criminal liability, which consists in the application by a court of criminal procedural measures
against a legal entity. It is indicated to which legal entities the measures of a criminal-legal nature can be applied. The issues of legal succession
of criminal liability and the grounds for the application of measures of a criminal legal nature to a legal entity are considered. It is noted that the
application of such measures is possible in cases where the authorized individual commits not any criminal offenses (crimes and criminal offenses),
but only specifically specified in the General Part of the Criminal Code of Ukraine.
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
